Our Pastor’s Letter 

Hispanics  

Sacred Heart of Jesus has a long history of the presence Hispanic presence in our community.  The word 
“Hispanic” includes many different people. The majority of Hispanics here come from Mexico, but many other 
countries are also represented such as Peru, Columbia, El Salvador, Venezuela and others.  Each country 
obviously has a different culture and unique customs. In addition, some have recently arrived in the United 
States, while others have lived many years.  Still others were born here with a history here going back many 
generations, even to the times before European settlers first came to this land. 

 
 Members from this community are involved in a variety of ways from teaching, answering phones, 

Eucharistic ministers, and participation in other committees and groups. Others help with maintaining the lawn, 
painting, general construction projects and other volunteer activities.  The Hispanic community brings many gifts 
to our community.  To have the presence of another culture is a richness.  One must be cautious in making 
generalizations, but some broad comments can be made.  In general the Hispanic culture has a strong love for 
the Blessed Virgin Mary, for example the devotion to Our Lady of Guadalupe.  Many have come from small towns 
where a natural religiosity still exists as well as a high value placed on the family.  Being present to another is 
also very important. 

 
 The vast majority identify as Catholics but increasingly upon coming to the United States, they change 

religion or abandon it altogether.  As for those who have arrived already advanced in age, it is difficult to learn a 
new language.  It is a valuable service to provide a place where they feel welcomed and can practice their faith.    
They are already making an important contribution and will continue to influence the future of the Catholic Church 
in America. Many of those who were born here feel more comfortable reading and writing in English.  They go to 
school in English, speak to friends in English; it is the world they know. There is a trend in some areas in the 
Hispanic youth in which they cluster speaking Spanish and the Church and God as things of their parents and the 
past, and as they become acculturated they abandon all of that for the mentality of American culture and 
secularism.  As Catholics, we can help retain members of our faith by encouraging others to continue their 
practice in the faith, regardless of whether or not our cultural backgrounds differ. 

 
We can be grateful for their presence and hopefully different cultures can learn from each other and we all 

become better.
